A Tanzanian Year in Summary

Global Service Corps has had a wonderful year in Tanzania! Our programs
in Nutrition, Food Security, Sustainable Agriculture and HIV/AIDS
Prevention continue to find great success in rural communities in northern
Tanzania.

Chronic malnutrition continues to plague Tanzania, causing an alarming 42
percent of children under age five to suffer from the long-lasting effects of
stunting. In spite of advances in HIV/AIDS treatment, many rural

Tanzanians are not equipped with the knowledge to prevent HIV infection.

By equipping rural families with HIV/AIDS education, home gardens, water
harvesting systems and tree nurseries, GSC is working to address these
issues at their source. By training rural families on food security and
HIV/AIDS best practices, GSC is ensuring a lasting and sustainable impact.
